This year we are pleased to announce the 2010 State Wheatheart Bread Baking Contest sponsored by the Oklahoma Wheat Commission.  This contest pertains to yeast bread products only.  A Champion and Reserve Champion winner will be selected from each senior and junior division age group.  These winners will be eligible to compete at the state contest which is scheduled for Sunday, September 26, 2010 in Oklahoma City.  Contest in Oklahoma City begins at 12:30 p.m. with judging beginning at 1:00 p.m.  Only whole loaves may be entered, NO HALF LOAVES.  The regulations are as follows:

· Each entry must be prepared and baked by the person whose name is on the entry form.

· A recipe must accompany entry at the county and state level.  (Two copies are required, one for the county fair (mailed by the County Extension office to the Wheat Commission) and the other brought with entry to the state competition.  This is for the yeast breads category only.
· The same person may not win Champion, Reserve Champion or Bread Machine Class.

· One (1) Bread Machine entry from each division class #’s 6 and 12, determined by county judge, will be eligible for competition at state level.  Bread machine entries will not be eligible for County Champion or Reserve Champion at county level or eligible for Grand Champion at State level.

· Social Security number is mandatory for state competition.
· Winning recipes at the County level must be duplicated at State Contest.
· All items must be labeled on the bottom of the plate with the name of the exhibitor and the name of item.
